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The doctorate thesis called THE IMPACT OF THE COMMUNITY ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAMS ON THE ROMANIAN EXTERIOR COMMERCE approaches a problem of great complexity and contemporaneousness in the context of the world monetary financial crisis, strongly anchored within environmental politics and strategy. This treating relieves that the environmental policy is conceived as form of the state’s general policy, having as task the settlement of strategies, objectives and priorities, the methods and means involved in the actions developed on national plan for the purpose of preventing and fighting the pollution, conservations and durable development of the environment.


In this context the paper tries and succeeds to highlight the necessity of the community programs, their means of implementation in Romania and their impact on the national economy and finally on commercial changes. Moreover, in the paper we present the fact that the environmental policy, as specialized policy on national and international level, means, in the same time the evaluation of the real environmental situations, ascertaining the negative influences on the environment, the institutionalized setting of the measures necessary to the state entities and the environmental conservation, as well as the setting of the sanctioning systems in case of pollution and the quantum of the applied sanctions. Also, the paper proves that the environmental policy is tightly related and conditioned by the economic, administrative-financial and legislative policies, correlation based on national and international co-involvement as it represents the theoretical and the concrete practical relations.

Considering the starting point, I consider this research has a cardinal role in disclosing some aspects regarding the economic-social development and the increase of competitiveness in the context of the impact of the environmental community programs but in the same time, realizes the fact that the environmental programs, once elaborated and implemented in the economy in one sector or another, have as result in the present and in the future the insurance of the durable development, the valorization of the environmental community and national policies and finally, the intensification of these activities for finding the best solutions in the present moment of our economy integrated in the European Union within which, the European Commission elaborated an action program in the field of environment and proposed and performed a common policy in this sector which subsequently was accompanied by the development of a community right which nowadays includes over 200 Directives and regulations, which was assimilated unanswerably by all member states.

The direction of the scientific research from this thesis was performed on four main matters: community strategies for the environmental protection; opportunities for the application by Romania of the community and national environmental programs, the implementation and evaluation of the community and national programs with significant impact on the environment as well as the impact of the community and national environmental programs over the Romanian exterior commerce.

In the first chapter called COMMUNITY POLICIES AND STRATEGIES FOR THE ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION I performed a detailed analysis of the environmental policy in general, starting firstly from the presentation of some retrospective and doctrine aspects of the environmental problems also performing a dialog with the points of view from the specialty literature, reaching the conclusion that in the society, knowingly or not, economic policies that favor the wasteful increase are maintained and developed. This is why, we need to recognize and replace these policies for the encouragement of the process of resources conservation and setting corresponding measures for the performance of this objective, but also for the protection and conservation of the environment. The conciliation of the economic increase and development, on one side, and the respect for the environment, in my opinion, may be performed through durable development.


The analysis continues with the research of the community policy of the surrounding environment in EU and Romania. Here, I firstly present the solutions of the community environmental policy until 2000 and then, since this year and until the present moment. In essence, we distinguish the following aspects of the dynamic of European environmental policy: the treaties that instituted the European communities in the ‘50s (CEE, CECO and EURATOM), and within these, the environmental problems were weakly presented, as an ecologic crisis would arise in ‘60s, when the necessity of intervention through global measures to protect the environment was ascertained; the environmental policy achieves a distinct character after the ‘70s with the signaling by the Club in Rome of the diminution of the resources and the fast deterioration of the quality of the water, air and soil; since 1972 we can speak of the creation of the community environmental policy and its development as one of the most important community policies. The importance of this policy was not due to the span of the allocated funds but to the fact that the environmental policy became a horizontal policy of the European Union and the aspects of environmental protection being considered compulsory to the other community policies as well. Moreover, once with the adoption of the strategy of durable development, the environmental policy was permanently connected to the global tendencies of environmental protection and this connection and involvement of EU in the international environmental programs turned it into a global promontory of the durable development that represents the need of responsibility and education for the environmental protection, and this aspect is reflected in the evolution of the community policy in the last years, marked by the passage from an approach based on constraint and sanction, to a more flexible one based on stimulants. Thus, it is acted in the direction of a voluntary approach, for the purpose of promoting this responsibility regarding the environment and to encourage the use of environment management systems.

This environmental policy has an interdependent character as it reflects the interest of the civil society manifested by the creation of numerous environmental movements and organizations, the creation of green political parties with real success in the political arena. Moreover, we must not forget the resistance manifested when the environmental objectives seem to limit the industrial competitiveness and the economic increase. But this aspect, in my opinion, only highlights once more a concrete approach on European level and the need of the existence of an active and integrated environmental policy, capable of answering the challenges that appear on economic plan.

The main evolutions in the elaboration of the environmental policies of the European Union highlight two periods: 1950 – 2000 and 2000 – present moment. Theoretically, the environmental policy is one of the youngest policies of EU, being consecrated in the treaty in 1986 by adopting the European Unique Act ratified in 1987, document through which the environmental protection achieves a legal basis, explicitly attributing competence in the field of environmental protection to the European community.


Through the Amsterdam Treaty in 1997, the environmental policy becomes a horizontal policy of the European Union, which means that the environmental aspects are necessarily considered within the sector policies.


Retrospectively, we can ascertain an European environmental period active on a period of half a century characterized by the following aspects: the environmental policy advanced from the periphery of the sole market project becoming a central objective of the EU policies, fact highlighted by: the tight relation between the European primary law and the evolution of this specific sector of policies elaboration; the increase of the roles of decisional actors (the European Parliament, the EU Council, the European Commission, the European Justice Court) and the dynamic of the interactions between them during the different phases of elaboration of the environmental policies, from setting the agenda to its application, as well as the approaching of the regulation exchanges in the environmental policy of EU.


The environmental policy after 2000, besides the analysis of the evaluations of PAM-5 results, also defined the priorities for the 6th action program – PAM-6 (2001-2010) which sustained the strategy of durable development and highlights the responsibility involved in the decisions affecting the environment.


Here, we analyze and debate the priority areas of the environmental policy provided by PAM-6 on a period of ten years: the climate change and global warming; the protection of nature and bio-diversity; health reported to the environment; the conservation of natural resources in the administration of wastes.

Researching and analyzing this period, we ascertained that the environmental policy is distinguished by a series of objectives (the adaptation of the durable development as community strategy on long term, the environmental and health strategy), the adaptation of a horizontal and sector legislation in the field of environmental protection, institutional actors involved in the preparation, definition and implementation of the environmental policy (European Community,, Environment D. G., the Council of Environmental Ministers, the European Parliament, the Environmental Committee, the public and political health of the consumer. The economic and social context, the Committee of regions, the European Environmental Agency, the European Network for Environmental Information and Observation) and action principles: (the principle of “The polluter pays, the principle of preventive action, the principle of precaution, of high environmental protection, of integration and proximity) and the change of the environmental policy based on consensus, as well as the passage from an approach based on control to one based on prevention and operated by using economic and fiscal instruments.


In the period 2001-2010 of PAM-6 also called Our choice, our future the environmental priorities are analyzed, the priority areas that define the action directions of the environmental policy, the thematic strategies that correspond to important aspects of the environmental protection. Also, we analyze here the integrated policy of the products (PIP) whose purpose is to reduce the environment degradation during their life cycle that leads to the development of ecologic products markets.

The evolution of the environmental policy and the changes registered by it are reflected not only by its objectives and priorities but also by the high number of its implementation instruments, such as: legislative, technical and economic-financial instruments plus the aiding instruments represented by a series of programs such as the LIFE program and the Social Cohesion Fund. It was also demonstrated how the strategies of performing the environmental policy strengthen the principle of subsidiary and tries to replace the traditional vertical approach, command and control type, by promoting an alternative model of achieving the environmental objectives of EU. These strategies complete the standard instruments acting as stimulants for the adoption of measures regarding the environmental protection which refers to the durable development, the promotion programs of the active non-governmental organizations in the field of environmental protection, the integrated policy of the products (PIP), the voluntary agreements for environmental protection and reduction of pollution, fees and taxes for environment within the Unique Market and the European strategy for environment and health. This being the result of the new approach of PAM 5 and the innovative tendency of PAM 6 which provides the increase of the number of implementation instruments for the environmental policies that promote the horizontal and integrated actions.

In Romania, the environmental protection appeared as a self-contained field of national policies, in 1990, when the Ministry of Environment was first incorporated.


The environmental policy in our country evolved from adopting minimum environmental protection measures, that considered the limitation of pollution, until the outlining of its causes, as well as setting the attributions and responsibilities for damages caused to the environment.


In 1992, the first official document that sets the national objectives in the field of environmental protection and durable conservation was elaborated, the National Strategy for Environmental Protection, re-updated in 1996 and 2002 according to the community dispositions in the field. Structured on two parts, the National Strategy for Environment proceeds to the presentation of the main natural sources and elements regarding the economic state and the quality of the environmental factors as well as a presentation of the main environmental protection resources, the priorities and objectives on short, medium and long term.


Beginning with 1996, we can ascertain an adequacy of the national strategy with the community one regarding the principles, priorities and objectives in the field of surrounding environment.


The principles on which the environmental policy is based in our country are the following: the principle of precaution regarding the activities with impact on the environmental quality; preventing the pollution and ecologic risks; conserving the biodiversity, cultural and historic heritage; the principle of polluter and the user “pays”, in the meaning that the ones that pollute the environment as well as the ones using the environment’s natural resources are obliged to direct payments; the stimulation of the activities of redressing the environment (by granting subventions, credits, etc.).


Regarding the identified priorities, they reflect the national needs as well as the tendencies and the initiatives existing on global scale.


The national environmental principles of 1992 and 1996 represent the documents based on which the national environmental policy was structures until 1999, when the National Program for EU Adhesion was adopted. In the next period, the national environmental strategy was completed by a series of documents such as: The report regarding the state of the environment in Romania; the National plan for the administration of Wastes and dangerous Sub-ensembles.
With 2000, when the negotiations of Romania’s adhesion to EU begin, the environmental policy in our country develops according to the strategy elaborated by the European Commission for the candidate countries within the Agenda 2000.

For the purpose of aligning the national environmental policies with the community policy standards and objectives, our country as initial candidate, had to identify the priority action areas, to set the key objectives to be performed until the date of the adhesion, as well as the adoption, transposition and implementation terms for the environmental aquis.

With the triggering of the adhesion negotiations for Chapter 22 – Environmental Protection, the document called “Transit Paper” was elaborated, which mentions environmental aspects that regard the development of the implementation capacities of the environmental legislation adopted for the purpose of promoting the durable development and the transformation of the environmental policy in transversal policy. The considered aspects regarded the continuation of the transposition of the community legislation, the implementation of the environmental legislation already adopted and the strengthening of the administrative structures necessary for the complete implementation of the environmental aquis that represents the horizontal and sector legislation that regulates the EU environmental policy.
The strategies of developing the national environmental policy in the pre-adhesion period have been outlined depending on the priorities of Romania’s adhesion to the EU and the national necessities, corroborated with the community ones. The active community initiatives in the field of national environmental policy are represented by pre-adhesion instruments under the form of support programs: PHARE Program, which represents the main instrument of technical and financial assistance, with role in the implementation of the community environmental aquis and the mobilization of investments in the environmental field: ISPA Program, concentrated on the financing of infrastructure projects in the environmental field; LIFE Program, which finances projects regarding the protection and conservation of environmental and biodiversity quality.
Agenda 21 represents a global action strategy of U.N.O., which is based on the participation of the communities to the implementation of the environmental policies, on the increase of education’s role in the development of an environmental knowledge and in the responsible use of the natural resources. The strategy was implemented after 2000 in several local communities.
The environmental policy in EU and member states is sustained by a large number of institutional actors with role in preparing, defining and implementing it within the global or national policies.

For the achievement of the ecologic policy objectives entities of the public administration were created in our country, with new institutions competent in the matter, process called environmental institutionalization.

The Central Environmental Authority (created in 1990), suffered numerous modifications regarding its organization, functioning and attributions.

In the last period, it also remarked an accentuation of the tendency of affirming and consolidating some administrative structures in the direction of environmental protection and durable administration on national level. The National Agency for Environmental Protection (incorporated by the Governmental Decision no. 1625/2003); the Environmental Guard (incorporated by the Governmental Decision no. 1167/2001); the Administration of the Environmental Fund (incorporated by the Law no. 73/2000). Also, for the purpose of international coordination of some activities regarding the environment, different consultative entities were created, inter-ministerial entities as well as national structures for international cooperation on sector environmental matters.

The paper makes an exhaustive analysis of the correlation between the European business environment and the national one with the valorization mean of the environmental programs. This was determined by the fact that the more accentuated unbalance of the report between economy and environment imposed the rethinking of the economic activity and the surrounding environment. Based on this, we approached aspects such as: reflecting the surrounding environment in the European and national business environment and based on this, we highlighted the perspectives of regulating the main sectors in the field of environmental protection (the quality of the air, the water management and wastes management, chemical substances, genetically modified organisms, control of industrial pollution, conserving the biodiversity, climate changes, durable development strategy, environment and health, environmental protection by criminal law, production and durable consumption, climate changes and energy from renewable resources).
At the end of the first chapter I present a set of conclusions that clearly highlight the future actions that must be imposed within the community and national environmental policy.

In chapter II called OPPORTUNITIES FOR THE APPLICATION BY ROMANIA OF THE COMMUNITY ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAMS we specify that Romania as member state of the European Union disposes of opportunities for the application of the environmental programs as the report resources-environment, in the context of the durable development imposed more and more a reconsideration of the administration of the natural resources from the point of view of the consequences on the activity and life of humans from the position of the man-surrounding environment relation. In this frame the administration of resources, instruments and policies of environment, the micro- and macroeconomic effects of the means of environmental protection are matters that are the subject of the National Development Plan, which has as general objective the protection and improvement of the environmental quality, according to the economic and social means of Romania, thus leading to the significant improvement of the quality of life by encouraging the durable development. Altogether, PND through specific objectives insures the improvement of life standards by insuring the public utilities services in the water and wastes sectors, at the necessary quality and quantity and the improvement of the quality of environment regarding especially the conformation with the relevant Directives of EU. Also, we remarked that the Strategic Direction of PND – The protection and improvement of the quality of the environment is according to the long term objectives of Romania’s policy in the environmental sector and are based on the European Strategy for Durable Development, as well as for the 6th Action Program for Environment of EU.
The Lisbon Agenda is also taken into consideration. By PND major investments are provided in all sectors of the surrounding environment and the regions less developed for the encouragement of the economic increase and the convergence on long term with the member states.
PND has as purpose the fulfillment of certain major objectives of the durable development such as environmental protection, social development and economic well being. In this context, the consolidation, environmental protection and reduction of the negative impact over it is performed with the help of community and national environmental programs.
Therefore, the opportunities of applying the environmental programs exist and their positive impact is that they contribute to the fact that the Romanian economy becomes more competitive, insures the development of a dynamic entrepreneurial basis, the increase of the research, development and innovation in economy, allows the creation of a durable economy from the social point of view and promotes the informational society, determines costs but also creates advantages as a result of respecting the environmental conditions imposed by the European Union.
The paper also presents the current state of the environmental factors and the state of respecting the environmental standards of EU in Romania, which necessarily creates opportunities for the implementation of the environmental programs, as well as the role of the environmental investments for the performance of the community and national programs.

Chapter III regards the IMPLEMENTATION AND EVALUATION OF THE COMMUNITY AND NATIONAL PROGRAMS WITH SIGNIFICANT IMPACT ON THE ENVIRONMENT.

The implementation and evaluation of the programs with significant impact on the environment constitutes, in our opinion, the objective of a strategy of the EU policy to prevent and save the environment and the resources as an answer to it, the economic decisions favorable to a healthy economic development from different fields such as agriculture, energy, transport industry or tourism highlights that the ecologic problems became a constant on the European political agendas, an essential component of all economic and social policies, in the new context of deepening of the process of European integration. Ample and stringent programs were conceived regarding the use of fertilizers and bio-stimulators, wastes management, biodiversity, global warming, soil erosion, water purification and others for the purpose of protecting and ameliorating the environment and insuring a durable development without environmental dangers.
Between the community programs with significant impact on the environment we remind: the Action Program called “To a durable development involving the authorities as well as the citizens having a common responsibility towards the environment. This Action Program is based on a dual activity, on one side, provides very high standards in the environmental field, regulating almost all polluting emissions, wastes, etc., and on the other side provides stimulants for the economic branches that has as objective the continuous introduction of performance by implementing processes, technologies and non-polluting products.
PAM 5, PAM 6, Environment 2010 Action Program: “Our future, our choice” are analyzed in the paper, identifying the four areas of environment that need improvements: climate change; nature and biodiversity; environment, health and life quality, natural resources and wastes. Here, we highlighted the importance of the environment for the EU strategy of sustainable development placing the environmental programs in a broader perspective considering the economic and social conditions; we make the connection between the environment and the European objectives for growth and competitiveness.
These programs have as components Thematic Strategies that approach essential problems of the environment; these look for multiple and innovative solutions and were developed according to the specific of action fields: soil protection, marine environment protection and conservation, sustainable use of pesticides, air pollution, urban environment, sustainable use and administration of resources, wastes recycling.
All these aspects regarding the coordination of community and national environmental program with economic policies, shows we are dealing with the inclusion of environmental matters in the strategy of economic development. As a result, the expenses designated to the environmental programs are considerable, finding themselves in the price of final products taken over by the company.
In this context, Romania, based on PND, CNSR elaborated POS Environment based on the principles, policies, practices and objectives followed on the EU level. This POS Environment is thus conceived so that it represents the basis and a catalyst for a more competitive economy, a better environment and a better balances regional development. Through its global objective and through the ones specific to POS Environment which cover the period 2007-2013 is the base of the durable economic development. Moreover, it is tightly related to the other operational programs and considers the observance of the community aquis regarding the procedures for the administration of the community funds.
A special attention is granted to the evaluation of the negative impact on the economic-social development on the environment, here we present the polluting factors, the forms of environment pollution, as well as the mean of evaluating the impact on the environment (EIM), which is a procedure through which the potential negative effects a public or private project may have on the environment. The role of this evaluation is to present the measures of decreasing or compensating the negative effects on the EIM environment is performed for certain projects in all fields, including the infrastructure and management field, water and wastes. Adopting this procedure introduced in the national legislation which allowed Romania to align with the legislation of the European Union.

Also, the community and national instruments for sustaining and performing the projects are analyzed and debated for the environmental protection: internal and external funds. Here we present the role of the environmental investments which are mostly performed through the environmental fund that finances the environmental programs. Together with the analysis of investments through the environmental fund, an important role in financing the environmental projects was played by the EU Funds of pre-adhesion (ISPA, PHARE, LIFE with its three components). Altogether, we specified that the current policy of economic-social development of EU is applied through the Structural Funds and the Cohesion Fund.
Together with the EU structural instruments, we analyzed in this chapter other instruments for the implementation of the environmental policies such as: the National Action Plan for Environmental Protection (PNAPM) Local Action Plan for Environment of the Counties and others.

At the end of this chapter we analyzed the impact of the environmental programs and economic-social programs on the production and services. This impact is concretized in the development of green industries, the clean production without risks and the development of environmental services. Related to the ecologic products and services are the problems of ecologic labeling (eco-labeling) which promotes the production of the products harmonized on the requests of environmental protection and from here the necessity of promoting the ecologic label on the level of ecologic agents. Finally, we presented the role of the IT&C industry as solution for a green 21st century, to which the role of the solar energy is added, the auto industry which goes on green and other fields.

Chapter IV analyzes the IMPACT OF COMMUNITY AND NATIONAL ENVIRONMENTAL PROGRAMS ON THE ROMANIAN EXTERIOR COMMERCE in the context of a durable development, of harmonizing the national policy with the community one. In this context we presented the way the surrounding environment is integrated through the environmental programs in the Romanian business environment.

In approaching this matter we began from the realization of the discrepancies between the developing model and the support capacity of the natural capital in the ‘70s-‘80s of the last century, as well as the changes after ’89 in the frame created to be partially incorporated, in a first stage, the principles of durable development in the public policies in the context of “dez….rilor” UNO, UNO Strategy for durable development, and in the second stage, that is after Romania’s adhesion to EU when clear objectives were provided for the implementation of the environmental objectives in the Romanian environmental policy according to the Adhesion Treaty to EU, the National Plan for Development 2007-2013, of the National Reference Strategic Frame 2007-2013 and other documents that concretized in the adoption by Romania of the National Strategy for Durable Development from which it results that the durable development is not one of the possible options for our country but the only rational perspective of national becoming having as result the establishment of a new development paradigm through the confluence of the economic, social and environmental factors.
For the performance of this objective it was necessary to also involve the business environment, the social partners and the integration of the economic, social and environmental policies through impact evaluations that insure the environmental protection and the dissociation of the economic increase from the negative impact on the environment.

From the analysis of the environmental programs, as I specified in the previous chapters, they have as purpose the improvement of the situation of all the environmental sectors in Romania, in which the foreseen investments to be performed on long term, although expensive, can substantially contribute to the development of a durable economy by stimulating a durable economy based on durable products and services for the internal market, as well as for export concretized in adequate benefits, in stimulating the economic increase, the creation of new jobs and the development of the business environment.

Moreover, these environmental programs have significant impacts concretized in changing the energetic base, keeping the arable lands, preventing the floods, generating food, access to water sources, reducing the migration of the population, the degradation of the soils, keeping the biodiversity, preventing the reduction of deforestations and others. Within the business environment, its actors pursue the fulfillment of the obligations regarding the companies, and the problems regarding the environmental protection hold a special importance within the business environment, not only regarding the technical aspect, but also from the social and moral points of view.
In this chapter I paid a special attention to the commercial exchanges with economic products and technologies in the context of the application of the community and national environmental programs, the way in which the external exchanges of EU adapt to the environment according to the durable development objectives, the EU actions regarding the fact that all states must respect all the obligations provided in the multilateral environmental agreements and the agreements of the Frame Conventions of UNO as well as the OMC norms according to which the international commercial exchanges must be developed so that they allow the optimal use of the world’s resources according to the objectives of the durable development, for the protection, as well as the conservation of the environment.

We also approach the aspects regarding the eco products, green technologies and services that are the object of commercial exchanges that are the result of economic branches and the ones producing services (eco-industry) that resulted in the forming of the market of the environment.

Favoring the achievement of ecologic products in all countries, including Romania is performed by introducing the ecologic marking systems that have the role to influence the decisions of the consumers in acquiring the products. The ecologic products, technologies and clean services are the result of eco-industry and are called bio-non-alimentary products, and the ones coming from the agriculture are called bio-alimentary products. All these are the object of international commercial exchanges. These products are ecologically certified, are marked and labeled according to the regulations in the field.

In this chapter the research broadly stopped over ecologic agriculture as supplier of products for exterior consumption. Here we present the necessity of developing the ecologic agriculture on global plan (the evolution of cultivated surfaces, the obtained production, the participation to external exchanges, internal market, prices, tendencies). Here, we also insisted with the analysis regarding the development of ecologic agriculture in EU (role, evolution, agro-alimentary products market, external market, etc.).
Also, we analyzed the study of ecologic agriculture in Romania, the conditions imposed by the community legislation for the access of the Romanian products on the unique market, the code of good practices in the ecologic agriculture in Romania – result of the impact of the environmental programs, National Export Strategy and promoting the ecologic agriculture.

In this chapter we make a detailed analysis of the market of bio products in Romania (the characteristics of the bio market, stages to go for an ecologic products producer, the characteristics and benefits of the bio products, the structure of the bio market, evolutions and tendencies, financing this agriculture, as well as the analysis of the most important factors that act on the bio market in Romania.

This part of the paper grants an important place to the matter of promoting the bio products for export through central organisms, specialized or specific to the company, such as: the Romanian Center for Promoting Exports, the Exterior Commerce Department, the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of Romania and Bucharest Municipality, the Export Council and the spring Ministers. We present also other forms of promotion, such as: fairs and expositions, representatives abroad, international saloons, international meetings within the forums for ecologic agriculture, mass-media, media plan for promoting the information in processing the bio products, etc. Through these means and instruments of promotion the products are known, export contracts are signed and information necessary to the farmers are obtained, experience exchanges are made, visits to companies, etc. All these actions are developed for one purpose: reaching the export and import targets.
At the end of chapter IV Romania’s exterior commerce is presented with ecologic products starting from the necessity of reaching the export targets by the ecologic agriculture. Here we specify that the ecologic products obtained in Romania are destined in proportion of 90-95% to the export; the main exporters are presented (companies, associates) as well as the countries in which they export on groups of products and/or in the period 2006-2009 as there are no statistic data for the previous periods.

From the analysis of the Romanian exports with ecologic products it results that the tendency of increase of the exports, the reduction of the export of bio-unprocessed products and the increase of the ones processed with a greater added value.

Regarding the imports of ecologic products, Romania imports as much bio-non-alimentary products that were not the object of the present research, as bio-alimentary products, as brown ecologic sugar, refined from cane, processed products, olive oil, etc. The value of these imports does not exceed 11-12 mil. Euro per year. As the internal request of bio-alimentary products grows, the imports with these products will also grow.

The paper is finalized with a set of conclusions which result in the contemporaneousness, complexity and originality of the research, the personal contribution to its elaboration. This paper is based on a national and international specialty bibliography, completed by a careful documentation in the Ministry of Environment and Durable Development which confers the paper a theoretical-practical character regarding the impact of the community environmental programs over the Romanian commercial exchanges in the context of durable development.
