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General characterization of the paper
Of all the sub branches of linguistics, native language acquisition has been and still is the most wronged one in the Romanian scientific literature. A mere investigation, be it superficial, convinces us that the contents curriculum includes more unexplored subject matters of preschoolers’ language acquisition. The present paper proposes a brief review of anterior experiments and, complemented by the results of our own tests, a contrastive analysis of the most fascinating linguistic phenomenon: language acquisition. 
Topicality of the investigated subject and levels of its previous research
The subject we have chosen is topical by the same measure in which mankind could ever do without articulated speech for communication or could learn any language as a native language at any age. As this is definitely utopic, we regard the subject as vitally important for the good grasp of the linguistic phenomenon. A contrastive approach of the subject has never been performed before in the Romanian scientific literature. The topicality of the investigated subject can be settled from different perspectives. Presently, in the syntactic studies, one can find more and more often another element, semantics. A paramount importance is granted to the dynamic aspect of syntax, based on the study of the language in a continuous change of context and situation. Thus, from a functional perspective, the analysis of the linguistic deeds has been performed in the paper from contents towards expression, according to the mentalist (onomassiologic) principle. 
Aim and targets of the paper reside in the elaboration of a pluriaspectual study of native language acquisition in Romanian, considering all the constitutive components: emotional, paralinguistic, metalinguistic, non-verbal, verbal, psychosocial, psycholinguistic, physiological and medical.

Scientific novelty of the obtained results resides in the fact that we try to enlarge previous studies on native language acquisition and to put together a pluriaspectual  analysis of the data according to the investigation of the Romanian linguistic reality, as well as to complete a Romanian-English contrastive study. 
Theoretical importance and applicative value of the paper
The applicability of the paper gushes forth from the particular practical part of the thesis, the results of our investigation seemingly being useful for later research of Romanian language acquisition, as well as for a multilevel understanding of the phenomenon. These results can prove useful as well for the syllabus of communication textbooks and manuals for students and high-schoolers, for the correction of logopedic challenges, and, directly, straightforwardly, especially for any family that wishes to understand their child a little better. The user-friendly terminology and clear conclusions recommend this paper as a good guide for kindergarten educators and elementary school instructors. Last but not least, special courses and seminars can rely on this paper. 
The methodological approach 
We have applied modern methods: contrastive, comparative, confrontative, transformational, statistical, etc. Yet, the background method along all the stages of achievement of the paper has been the descriptive one. 
The actual theme of research is the ardent desire to answer one single complex question: is language innate or acquired? Our answer can metaphorically be phrased as follows: “the holy midway”.

The structure of the paper
The thesis is made up of eight chapters, conclusions, list of abbreviations, 20 tables and figures, bibliography and abstracts.

Contents of the paper
In chapter 1, Background concepts, we have defined a structural frame of work that is to support the ideas, hypotheses and theories that we are going to launch in the following chapters. Consequently, we have analysed the sine-qua-non musts of an efficient communication in general. Furthermore, we have discussed about the core components of language and we have mentioned two of the theoretical perspectives of cognition development. For a good communication between young children and adults, we have underlined the importance of non-verbal factors such as the visual system, specific or universal expressions of the face, stimuli perception, gestures and gaze, all these elements playing a decisive role there where phonetics, syntax or semantics are not yet to be found. 

In chapter 2, Development of language, we have, by analysing the problem at various levels (social, linguistic, cognitive) and showing their inevitable and undoubted interdependence, enlarged upon the two fundamental theories of language acquisition: innateness and imitation-related acquisition. Moreover, we have set the stages of language development, we have settled on the vital role of intonation and phoneme acquisition and we have explained the first steps of understanding semantic properties. Last but not least, we have showed the stages of morpho-syntactic evolution by means of a contrastive Romanian-English approach. 
In chapter 3, Modular elements of syntactic productivity, we have traced children going deeper into the syntactic stage and we have evaluated the structural and semantic characteristics of the first sentences. When it comes to syntax acquisition, children start to master the principle of word order, namely that new relational meanings can be built up according to the good cooperation between words. Previous to this stage, the child had acquired the lexical principle of semantic expression, namely that they can refer to things by using verbal labels. These two principles make up the mature language usage basis for any child.

 In chapter 4, Complementary learning strategies, we have noticed the way children, after they have moved forward from one-word sentences to two-word sentences, settle on the first syntactic relations (presence or non-presence of the subject in the surface structure, well-formedness of questions) and they correlate the phonetic, phonological and semantic elements they already know with these syntactic rules. The emotional factor, both in children and in adults, influence the acquisition of language in a positive or negative way, which leads to the conclusion that one cannot perform a valuable research activity of the phenomenon of acquisition exclusively from linguistic perspectives. Communication, communicativity and dialogue contribute all to the performance of syntax in the first years of life.
In chapter 5, The story of Genie, we have forwarded some presuppositions that can leave room to interpretations. We have concluded therefore that all children with both an underdeveloped  vocabulary and grammar shall prove cerebral activities and maturation typical of younger children than the ones that were tested. Also, all children with an underdeveloped vocabulary and grammar that achieve significant linguistic progress shall experiment a hindrance of the normal developmental process of the social cognition functions and cognition in the right hemisphere of the brain. This process ends up in low performances regarding the neighbouring control functions when testing the right hemisphere, as for instance, those visual-spatial functions of unarticulated speech, of interpretation of the verbal and facial expressions and, possibly, of the concepts and processes associated with evaluation. In such case, the mechanisms of the right hemisphere responsible for the linguistic process will appear as much more active during processing of language by association with images and relatively active in comparison to the homologous left hemisphere mechanisms. So, in the case of these children, the abnormally active areas in the right hemisphere shall develop and extend during the period of development of the linguistic capacities, reaching or even overpassing the complexity and, maybe, the size of the homologous mechanisms in the left hemisphere.  
In chapter 6, Inflectional form acquisition, we have showed that the morphological mechanisms are to be found in child language only after the settlement of syntax. We have brought forth examples from the inflectional morphology and two types of inflection: the inflection whose readings are not expressed syntactically before the settlement of morphology (e.g. plural and past tense markers) and the inflection whose readings are syntactically expressed  before morphology (e.g. possessives in English and case markers in Romanian). There are two possible explanations for the late appearance of the first category of inflection. The first, the meanings of such inflections are too subtle and relatively unimportant. The second, they are relatively impossible to mark as phonetically-perceivable forms.
In chapter 7, Phonetic and phonologic acquisition – a starting point of language development, we have proved that the evolution of language can be split in two distinct periods of time: pre-linguistic, up to 12 months and linguistic, from 12 months on. From the very beginning children pay attention to the language and show good ability to distinguish sounds within the relevant phonetic characteristics. During the period of prattle, mimicry and imitation, babies develop articulatory and differentiating abilities. Then, together with the emergence of the symbolic abilities at the beginning of the second year, they are prepared to use all the accumulated knowledge on the perception of language and the mechanism of production of articulated sounds in order to build a linguistic system of speech. The system of sounds built by children is part and parcel of the whole system of speech. They develop categories of sounds according to the differences of significance of words and in order to be able to distinguish their meaning. Children take an active role in putting together a speech system: they pay attention, play and experiment with sounds. A detailed analysis of child speech in their linguistic period shows that even younger children regard language not as an inventory of isolated sounds but rather as a system of relations.
In chapter 8, A conceptual-physiological scanning of the brain: the anthropology of language, we have underlined the fact that changes along evolution are influenced towards the modification of pre-existent mechanisms and distancing away from building new gadgets. This means that we have to look for proofs of continuity, no matter the uniqueness of adaptability. A summary of the present-day proofs suggests more areas of continuity. The aspects of language where continuity is least visible are syntax and grammar. But as long as the universal characteristics of grammar are basically descriptions of different aspects of our basic conceptual universe, while specific rules vary from language to language, the most restricted model is the one that, by increasing the conceptual/semantic complexity, leads to the acquisition of syntax and grammar (which would mean cultural manifestations of this internal pre-linguistic conceptual universe). Understanding the way concepts are transformed into instances in the brain, together with a comparative perspective on the relations between the structure and function of the brain, justifies the brain’s growth in size while the evolution of hominids reflects a growth of conceptual complexity. The simulation of this process is possible at a simple level, the one of the populations that can interact with the subjects of neural networks. All this information leads to the deep roots of the origin of language. 
Conclusions
We end up all debates regarding the innateness hypothesis versus imitation inconclusively: all our evidence have shown that there are physical and physiological structures, cognitive and emotional structures that back up Chomsky’s innateness hypothesis but without the social component, sustained by Piaget, which naturally presupposes imitation and interaction, native language acquisition cannot be successfully completed in the span of time now considered to be normal. The middle way is the one that sets the two of them at peace; in fact neither of them has ever fully and undeniably excluded the other version. 
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
