Professional position and work: 
On September 1, 1997, by competition, I became a titular professor at the Department of Orthodox religion, at the school with class. I-VIII "Mihai Viteazul" - Strehaia, Mehedinti County.  During 2006-2008 Iconducted the work as a professor of Religion at the Technical College "Decebal", in Drobeta Turnu Severin, where I was moved to the interest of education. Starting with the 2008-2009 school year, I am titular by pretransfer, at the Technical College "Domnul Tudor”, of Drobeta Turnu Severin, where I work, starting with the 2009-2010 school year. 
Professional route, training, scientific activity: 
     In August 1999 I got the completion in education. 
Between 1999-2000 I attended the Year for Comprehensive Studies at the Faculty of Theology, the University of Craiova, Department History and Tradition, graduating in June 2000, with the dissertation: The Church Culture in the Romanian Countires in the Eighteenth Century, under the direction of  PS Prof. Dr. + Damaschin Coravu, Bishop of Slobozia and Calarasi (2000 to 23 April 2009). 
     I have met along the way some assignments at the professional level: Methodist of CSI Mehedinti (2001-2003), coordinator of the CSI Mehedinti at the educational meetings  for the  discipline of Religion (2001-2003 and 2006-2007), Form tecaher (2001-2005 and January -- June 2008), and in 2007 I was appointed trainer for Religion and Didactics of Religion, by the University of Craiova, the Department of Teaching Staff Training (DPPD), along other trainers  from the University of Craiova and Drobeta Turnu Severin, under the coordination of CSI Mehedinţi and Teachers House Mehedinti.
     I have attended numerous training courses, national and international symposia, held in Strehaia,  Dr. Turnu Severin, Orsova, Caransebes, in partnership with the Romanian Patriarchate, the bishops of Strehaia, Severin and Caransebes, where I presented different themes, which later were published in the specialized magazine Mehedinţi School, published by the Teachers House Mehedinti (Dr. Tr. Severin). To these are added many studies and articles that I published in magazines and specialist periodicals (and beyond), at the Diocese of Slobozia and Calarasi, in the Church Almanac and the Baragan Orthodox (printed with the approval of the  Bishop Dr. + Damaschin Coravu ), at the Metropolis of Oltenia, at the diocesan magazine, The Metropolis of Oltenia, at the Diocese of Severin and Strehaia in the periodicals: Didahia and Didahia for children and parents, vol I: Mehedinti, History, Culture and Spirituality by participating at the editions I and II of the Symposium "Mehedinti, History, Culture and Spirituality", held at the Diocese of Severin and Strehaia – the Diocesan Center of Drobeta Turnu Severin, with the blessing of Bishop + Nicodemus Nicolaescu, Bishop of Severin and Strehaia in the period: 9-13 September 2008 and August 31 to September 2, 2009. Other articles and studies have seen the light of print in the journal of culture: Caligraf  (from Dr. Turnu Severin, which appears under the aegis of the Writers Union of Romania) and Arcade (which appears in the city Strehaia, with the support of local authorities and editor, Prof. Augustin Popescu), then in school magazines: Frământări (School Mihai Viteazul - Strehaia), Confidence and Thoughts for the Blue Planet (Tech.College "Decebal", from Dr. Turnu Severin) – I am their permanent collaborator.
