Language is a “communication system which is made up of articulate sounds and is specific to human beings.”(DEX). Therefore language expresses each of us particularly. It expresses our own rhythms. It is not recommendable to imitate other people's way of communication even when we refer to the literary language, it is advisable to use our own means of communication with common sense and showing  respect towards both our right to express ourselves and the others’ freedom of utterance without neglecting the deep knowledge of our national language.


The main focus of this thesis is the language of contemporary Romanian teenagers in a transitory period from a totalitarian society to a competitive one.


The communicative approach of language has demonstrated the theoretical shortage of some postulates which were traditionally accepted with linguistics. We suggest the combination of the inherent linguistic description with the structural combination of extralinguistic and intralinguistic elements’ principle which accompany communication. We can notice that language is not a clear-cut system of levels and relationships but the outcome of complex interaction among dialects, the language used by different categories and idiolects whose interrelationship is a result of actual communication conditions.


Besides the articulate language the communication may also be obtained through “presentation languages that operate beyond words and movement
”.The teenagers communicate with their eyes, hands and entire body more than adults; they change their voice accordingly in  order to sustain their verbal message. The communication beyond words will be the focus of a future research.


The present interest and the opportuneness of our research have been generated by the existence of some theoretical and pragmatic unsolved points of view, by the rapid rhythm of lexical renewal and by the numerous linguistic innovations noticed nowadays in the teenagers’ speech. 


The existing thesis offered isolated and sporadic treatises on linguistic elements belonging to the teenagers’ language. The present-day lexicography is centered on the Romanian argot too, after the definite attempts of denying its existence before 1989 because of the stern morality which used to devalue it.


The Romanian adolescents use argot nowadays is order to express themselves irrespective of their social position. They are very innovative but they have other means of expressing themselves too. Many adolescents who are socially marginalized use mainly the informal communication and their reasons will be minutely analyzed in our thesis. These people use their cryptic way of expression, the standard Romanian language and the professional jargons.


The teenagers are responsive to “the huge number of Anglicism which have invaded our language in the last decades and whose number has continuously increased in an accelerated rhythm, especially after 1989
”.


The great adoption of Anglo-American words is a socio-cultural phenomenon which cannot be ignored because we can find it in the language of Romanian adolescents all over the country, especially in towns, and irrespective of their job.


Another type of language  used by the teenagers is the chat language, considered by the less tutored to be an obscure chaotic phenomenon is regarded by us as a form of electronic culture and the present-day phase of development of linguistic communication which offers the researcher the possibility to study VOX VIVA.

The aim of this research is focused on the profound study and development of the linguistic substantiation and on the linguistic inventory used by the Romanian teenagers nowadays, on the systematization of linguistic facts and on the inventory of a as large as possible number of words and phrases from the teenagers’ language which can't be found in dictionaries at present.


We have put forward the following hypotheses after the through study and analysis of communication processes among teenagers:


· the contemporary Romanian language is in an actual, unbroken evolution

· the changes which take place in the vocabulary of the Romanian language are dynamic and they tend to modernize and internationalize the Romanian vocabulary.

· the teenagers use the current Romanian language while communicating, but they change it according to the place where they communicate and according to their mood and interest.

· when they are surrounded by friends, the teenagers communicate unofficially and this fact expresses their enthusiasm towards linguistic innovations

· the development of the on-line communication techniques generates the existence of a new communication context where the recognized division into oral discourse and written discourse turns into the division into oral discourse/written discourse/ computerized discourse.


The theoretical, scientific and methodological basis of research conforms to the complexity of the phenomenon which is studied.


Turning to good account the works of various researchers up to now, we have resorted to the following procedures and research methods in order to carry out the investigation:

· the inductive-deductive method based on the analysis and synthesis of the scientific pieces of information and of the communication contexts;

· the descriptive method

· the linguistic analysis method 

· the questionnary method 

· the graphic representation method 

· the statistic procedures

· the focus-group


We gave five types of questionnaries aiming at placing teenagers in particular communication situations in order to obtain relevant answers.


Those questionnaries were given to 300 teenagers, 180 girls and 120 boys, aged between 12 and 19, between 2005 - 2008.


We developed our research with:

· 112 students from “Octavian Goga” School, Baia Mare, a neighbourhood secondary school with dissimilar school-children, having more students belonging to labour class families. Some teenagers lived in social families, in orphanages or they were brought up by their relatives, their parents working abroad. The group was made up of 66 girls and 46 boys.

· 89 students from “Gheorghe Sincai” National College, Baia Mare, 84 girls and 5 boys. This is the main representative high-school in Maramures county. The teenagers were keen on studying, they were fairly supported by their families, irrespective of their urban provenience (76%) or their rural one (24%), of the fact that they came from intellectual or working families. We had no adolescent whose family had no income.

· 79 students from The Technical College “Gheorghe Baritiu”, Baia Mare, 30 girls and 49 boys. 48% of the questioned teenagers were from the countryside, 52% were from towns. Their school results were generally inferior to those from “Gheorghe Sincai” National College.

· 20 adolescents, boys aged between 16 and 19 from the Prison of Gherla and from the Prison of Baia Mare. One of them was in the 10th grade when he was arrested, another was in the 11th grade and the others had abandoned school from different reasons without having graduated from secondary school. Although they didn't admit it, three of them were illiterate and the other 15 had great difficulties in writing and reading.


We have worked out a glossary of terms taken from teenagers actual speech. This glossary is based on the results of our research and these terms can't be found in DEX2 DALR or DP at the moment .

The obtained theoretical results can contribute to the specification of some real problems when studying language. The paper can be considered as a starting point towards the elaboration of some studies related to the psychology of language and the adolescents’ conduct; it can become a means of approaching and understanding of the point of view of their attitude, behaviour and communication.


The structure of the thesis. The thesis has 7 chapters and 268 pages.


We realize that there are still many unsolved problems related to the adolescents’ language. Each of them deserves a special study.


Our paper is improvable as it is the first one to present such a topic. We appreciate that it can constitutean actual basis for new reflection and research subjects.


Nowadays communication is linked with the acknowledgement of the relationship “I and the other one” from a present perspective. The contemporary society is heterogeneous and is characterized by the disappearance of communism, by quantitative and qualitative social changes which don't necessarily include an improvement  in the living standards.


The adolescents evolve in a society controlled by technique where the traditional values are less appreciated. The globalization leads to the progressive minimizing of tradition and the economic crisis contributes to the prominence of the social abnormities. One can notice an overwhelming outburst of private liberties expressed through personal attitude and language. The social realities have brought about the appearance of new subcultures having their own rules and values, different from the established one. Thus the adolescents bring forth substantial stylistic changes of the spoken Romanian language.


Being preoccupied with expressing their interior rhythms the adolescents use the emotional speech-words which have a certain denotation and denote an emotional attitude in the same time – offering a rich source of research to those interested. The teenagers’ spoken language is continuously changing, following the social evolution at a  more dynamic pace.


The teenagers master the articulate language, the kinetic language and the language beyond words.


All speakers feel the need to elude the speaking rules sometimes and express their own personality. Some of them don't obey the literary rules as they don't know them, because they don't attend school on various grounds. The nonconformities caused by ignorance are penalized by those around and it is advisable for the speaker to avoid them. There are adolescents whose speech scarcely reflect any idea or concern with the improvement and enrichment of their language. Others are influenced by psychological, social and emotional factors. Ralph Waldo Emerson stated “A man is only half himself, the other half is his language
”.

The one who uses the spoken language doesn’t aim at disobeying the rules-sometimes he isn’t all aware of the fact that he does it or he isn’t interested in this “detail”. The teenagers speak their mind, they don’t accept to be constrained by restrictive rules. They want to live and speak freely. The teenager believes that freedom offers him the possibility to speak what he wants, when he wants and – especially – how he wants. He tries to impress the audience, to draw the others attention upon him. His linguistic “arsenal” is various and is preponderantly connected with vocabulary. The teenagers use either archaic, regional elements or, on the contrary, neologisms and vulgarisms. This way of speaking is according to fashion and it contributes to the completion of the speaker’s style.

Their language is on the one hand internationalized and turned into argot on the other hand. The analysis of the young generation’s verbal behaviour can bring important data for a thorough presentation of the contemporary society. The teenagers’ language shows variations in the common language, characterized both by the addition of new elements to the existent ones and by the adopting of some previously existent words to one cultural world. One can find in their language both the chat and the outskirts which are inexhaustible and expressive resources.

The jargon and the argot of a relatively small linguistic community of adolescents pervade the spoken register of the common language, where it is prevalent for a certain period of time. The dispersion of this emotional language is nowadays obtained very quickly through electronic communication or through mass media. The contemporary autochthonous journalistic permissiveness confers the oral style to the journalistic register. The readers, Romanian speaking people, seem more and more willing to unstipulatedly accept and even adopt the linguistic innovations- barbarisms, insulting words, argot.  Thus it is possible for some terms from the present day Romanian teenagers’ speech to perpetuate in language for a longer period and after several years to be found in normative theses.

The emotional terms act according to the general linguistic pattern through the standard form and meaning changes: derivation, word-formation, conversion and different types of distortion. The relation between the signifier and the significant is altered through changes in meaning.
 
The present-day Romanian argot is characterized by a great etymological and structural diversity which can be found in the present-day teenagers’ argot too. The words coming from the gypsies’ language are, undoubtedly, the most numerous in the marginalized adolescents’ argot, conferring it a certain peculiarity.


The teenagers who do not break the law use the emotional language in order to be different from others, not to hide or protect themselves against others. Their jargons reflect their concerns: music, sport, fashion, automobiles etc. Their language contains words and phrases with the expressiveness and aesthetics of the present –day style. The stress and intonation can develop subtle emotional nuances and can express the intensity of emotions, ironic intention, appreciation, bantering. 

The adolescents’ speech integrates in a natural way with the standard spoken language in which the words continuously undergo changes from the point of view of their role and value. This offers the possibility of developing complex studies from different outlooks, because “the periods of great transformations in a society are periods of great linguistic changes, frequently associated with vocabulary”
. Time will discriminate between “the ephemeral words“ and ”the everlasting words” of the Romanian language.
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
